The Retreat consists of three main components:

1. Sessions of meditation, teachings, and other related mindfulness and spiritual practices.

2. A participatory dialogue with indigenous wisdom and the material cultures of the region.

3. Cultural, ecological and socially conscious activities in the region.

The Retreat will offer the participants a comprehensive experiential immersion in the teachings and practices of transformative moment-to-moment meditative techniques, as handed down in the nondual Buddhist teachings. We will do this in the context of magnificent natural settings and in dialogue with the local indigenous wisdom cultures. We will enrich our understanding and experience through dialogue with indigenous shamans, as well as engaging in cultural interaction, preservation and enjoyment of indigenous cultures, and direct ecological interaction with our surroundings. We will also organize trips to tour and visit the region, and we will engage in the cultural, ecological and social exploration of this beautiful natural region of Southern Peru.

The Retreat will also offer the opportunity for one-on-one sessions with our teachers. Some of the meditation sessions will be conducted in the midst of nature and on the wondrous Matchu Picchu sanctuary itself. Under our teacher’s guidance we will also pursue integrative practices.

The Retreat will offer participants the chance to engage in a number of presentations and demonstrations by indigenous sages, artists, folkloric musicians, and other creative people of the region. 

We will stay at one of the best ecological lodges in the country. Part of the programmed activities include visits to local indigenous villages, hikes to ecological sites and other  natural wonders, visits to ancient indigenous archaeological sites, shopping in indigenous markets and participation in village fiestas. We will also offer participants the chance to take hands-on workshops on indigenous arts and crafts, music and dance, and we will spend some time at one of the poor villages in the outskirt regions of the city.

You will have a full set of opportunities to meet other Buddhist Singles in eh context of practice, culture and ecology.
